Do you Google search? As few as 3 searches a day can earn HUNDREDS of dollars a year for the Albany & 

Troy Lions Club. So make sure to do your searches through AlbanyTroyLions.PenniesAtATime.Com. Or you 

can use the link on our web site – AlbanyTroyLions.org. Here‟s what you should do:  

(1) Go to AlbanyTroyLions.PenniesAtATime.Com, then “bookmark” the page (add it to your „favorites‟). 

That then becomes the link you should use whenever you‟re doing any web shopping. (If you want to get fancy, 

you can rename it something like “Buy here.”) 

(2) And while you‟re at AlbanyTroyLions.PenniesAtATime.Com, click on Install Albany & Troy Lions 

Club Search near the upper left corner and follow the directions. This will put a search box in the upper right 

corner of your browser; this is what you should use for all searches, because we‟ll get a penny every time you 

do.

Geography Lesson 

Since the International Convention is in Australia this month, I thought I‟d provide 

a little education about Australia‟s neighbor.  

Antarctica is the only land on our planet that is not owned by any country. 

Ninety percent of the world's ice covers Antarctica. 

This ice also represents seventy percent of all the fresh water in the world.  

As strange as it sounds, however, Antarctica is essentially a desert; the average 

yearly total precipitation is about two inches. Although covered with ice (all but 0.4% of it, ice), Antarctica is 

the driest place on the planet, with an absolute humidity lower than the Gobi desert.
